Frank Thielman “So Paul believes that God will use the Philippians’ prayers for 
him while he is in captivity to help him persevere with ‘sufficient courage’ and 
ultimately to stand before God as one of his redeemed people. The ‘Spirit of Jesus 
Christ’ is the divine means through which this help will come.”
