When David had passed a little beyond the summit, Ziba the servant of Mephibosheth
met him, with a couple of donkeys saddled, bearing two hundred loaves of bread, a
hundred bunches of raisins, a hundred of summer fruits, and a skin of wine. * And the king
said to Ziba, “Why have you brought these?”

*CONFESSION OF FAITH
Large Emden Catechism of the Strangers’ Church, London (1551)

Q. 208. What does this mean, “Forgive us our debts as we forgive our debtors”?

This: “O heavenly Father! Although all our actions are nothing but sin in thy
presence, and our debts daily become greater and increase in number, we beseech
thee, do not descend on us in judgment, but through Christ, thy Son, bestow on us,
while we are wretched sinners, thy grace and mercy, even as we gladly forgive for the
sake of thy name and gladly favor (according to the affection of the heart) all who

might have injured us.”



Q. 209. How do we acquire this virtue, that we will forgive our neighbor, who may have
seriously offended us, and love him from the heart, and act kindly toward him?

R. We acquire it when we continuously think about and sincerely believe that
Christ forgave our sin and died for us, while we were yet sinners; whenever we
subjectively clasp within our hearts the love of God and of our Savior Jesus Christ,
which expels all envy and begets in us love toward our neighbor. Particularly, if we
voluntarily acknowledge that whatever evil our neighbor does to us is deserved, and
that this is the Lord’s way of repaying and punishing us for our sins, and of teaching us
patience.

For they disciplined us for a short time as it
seemed best to them, but he disciplines us for our good, that we may share his
holiness. " For the moment all discipline seems painful rather than pleasant, but later it
yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness to those who have been trained by it.

" Therefore lift your drooping hands and strengthen your weak knees, 3 and make
straight paths for your feet, so that what is lame may not be put out of joint but rather be
healed. " Strive for peace with everyone, and for the holiness without which no one will
see the Lord. *® See to it that no one fails to obtain the grace of God; that no “root of
bitterness” springs up and causes trouble, and by it many become defiled; *® that no one
is sexually immoral or unholy like Esau, who sold his birthright for a single meal. 7 For you
know that afterward, when he desired to inherit the blessing, he was rejected, for he found

no chance to repent, though he sought it with tears.
