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9 And as Jesus passed along from there, He saw a man sitting at 

the tax-collection booth, called Matthew; and He says to 

him, “Follow Me!” And he stood up and followed Him! 
10 And it happened, as He was reclining in the house, that — 

look! Many tax-collectors and sinners came and were 

reclining with Jesus and His disciples. 
11 And when the Pharisees saw, they began saying to His 

disciples, “For what reason does your Teacher eat with 

tax-collectors and sinners?” 
12 Now, when He heard, He said, “Those who are strong do not 

have need of a physician, but those doing badly. 
13 “Now, go and learn what this means: ‘Mercy is what I want, 

and not sacrifice.’ For I did not come to call righteous, 

but instead sinners!” 

14 Then the disciples of John come up to Him, saying, “For what 

reason1 do we and the Pharisees fast a lot,2 but Your disciples 

do not fast?” 
15 And Jesus said to them, “The sons of the wedding hall are not 

able to mourn as long as the groom is with them, are they? 

But days will come when the groom will be taken away from 

them — and then they will fast. 
16 “But no one puts a patch3 of unshrunken cloth on an old coat; 

for its filler-piece4 takes away from the coat, and a worse 

split happens. 
17 “Nor do they put new wine into old wineskins. Otherwise, the 

wineskins tear apart, and the wine is poured out, and the 

wineskins perish. But instead, they put new wine into fresh 

wineskins, and both are preserved.”
