Luke 8:45: When all denied…  The woman refused to 
acknowledge that she had touched Jesus.  She did not 
want to take responsibility for her actions.

C. Yet she still _______________________: If I may…I 
shall be whole, (Matthew 9:21).

3.  But Realize You _____________________________!

Luke 8:47; And when the woman saw that she was not hid, 
she came trembling, and falling down before him, she 
declared unto him before all the people for what cause she 
had touched him, and how she was healed immediately.

Matthew 9:22; Daughter, be of good comfort; thy faith hath 
made thee whole. (one command!)
Mark 5:34; Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in 
peace, and be whole of thy plague. (two commands!)
Luke 8:48; Daughter, be of good comfort: thy faith hath 
made thee whole, go in peace. (one command)

A. Two Words of __________________:

1.) DAUGHTER!  You are my child. I adopt you into my 
family!
2.) Thy FAITH hath made thee WHOLE!  

B. Three COMFORTING _________________:

“Be of good comfort…go in peace…be whole of thy 
plague.”
