But if it wasn't for the Gutenberg Press, most people
would not even know about the 95 Theses at that time.

He wanted the Bible in the language
of the people, so that the people could understand the Word of God for themselves.
But see, the leadership did not want that. The church didn't want that. They wanted it
locked up in Latin, which was a language that most of them didn't even speak.

The council
teaches that the church, a pilgrim now on earth, here it is,
