Daniel 8:8-14
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• We must overcome the mesmerizing powers of this 
world system by considering:

(1.) Its End is Doomed, v.7,8, 25

(2.) Its Motives are Depraved, v.4,5,11

(3.) Its Works are Destructive, v.9-14


• Daniel 8:8-14 reveals the battle worth fighting. 
Incredibly, this passage has two fulfillments. Daniel 
received this vision in 551 BC yet he writes what will 
happen in the “immediate future” (170-164 BC) and the 
“ultimate future" of the coming tribulation still before 
us. This passage predicts the great battle that will 
bring about the Hanukkah celebration:


1. The Cast in the Battle 
A. The Treacherous Antiochus Epiphanes, “God 
Manifest,” (175-164 BC) & a type of Antichrist.


B. The Courageous Maccabees: Priest Mattathias 
Maccabeus and his five sons: Judas, Jonathan, 
Simon, John & Eleazar.
