Only to other true believes 

can we say “and so are you.” And such is the antiphonal (in this 

case) childlike chorus of the redeemed! You don’t need to march 

around the room doing the motions, but if you are a child of God 

through faith you should rejoice with inexpressible joy and filled with 

glory -- So let’s just praise the Lord!
