1. Read 2 Corinthians 7:8-10.  What makes it hard for some people to see the value in the painful path that God 
utilized to bring them to repentance?  

2. Read 2 Timothy 1:3-5.  How might you help others be more thankful for the way God brought them to see their 
need for repentance, especially if their path was not as painful or sordid as yours?   

3. Read 2 Timothy 2:25-26.  How does this depiction of your “escape” from the enemy’s “snare” through the 
repentance that God granted to you impact your view of his grace? 

4. Read Romans 6:17-23.  How does a slow and thoughtful reading of this passage 
add to your sense of obligation regarding your worship, thanksgiving, and 
sanctification? 

5. Read Revelation 7:9-12.  Assuming you are associated with this group because 
you have repented of your sins and placed your faith in Christ, how specifically 
might you deepen and increase your expressions of gratitude for the salvation that 
“belongs to our God” and has been graciously granted to you?
