Discussion Questions

In what ways are you like James and John when they were asking Christ for the seats next to
Him in His glorious kingdom?

Are there any acts of service that you have been thinking are beneath you? If so, explain.
How should this passage change your thoughts and actions?

How should your view of leadership and authority be affected by this passage? How should
your actual leadership and use of authority be affected by this passage this week?

How has Christ shown Himself to be a servant earlier in Mark?
How would you answer someone who asked you, “Why did Jesus have to die?”

Christ’s death was a substitutionary atonement. How would you explain substitutionary
atonement in one or two sentences?

How else should you be affected by this passage this week?
