
UNDERSTANDING DEATH 
1. To give mankind life, Jesus had to overcome 
death. 
See 1 Corinthians 15:51-57   
Hebrews 2:14-15  Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he 
also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him 
that had the power of death, that is, the devil;  15  And deliver them who through fear 
of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. 

2. Death is the reality of living in a world cursed by 
sin. 
Romans 6:23  For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. 
Genesis 2:16-17  And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the 
garden thou mayest freely eat:  17  But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, 
thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die. 
See Romans 5:12-21   

3. Death is simply a separation. 
Isaiah 59:1-2  Behold, the LORD'S hand is not shortened, that it cannot save; neither his 
ear heavy, that it cannot hear:  2  But your iniquities have separated between you and 
your God, and your sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear. 
Revelation 20:6  Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such 
the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall 
reign with him a thousand years. 

4. Concerning death, Jesus gives a word of 
assurance.   
See John 11:25-26   
2 Corinthians 5:1-10  6  Therefore we are always confident, knowing that, whilst we are 
at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord:  7  (For we walk by faith, not by 
sight:)  8  We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to 
be present with the Lord.  9  Wherefore we labour, that, whether present or absent, we 
may be accepted of him.  10  For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; 
that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, 
whether it be good or bad. 

5. Concerning death, Jesus gives a word of warning.   
See John 5:24-27   
Revelation 21:8  But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, 
and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the 
lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.
