Elder: What is sanctification?

All: Sanctification is a work of God’s grace whereby they 
whom God has, before the foundation of the world, chosen to 
be holy, are in time, through the powerful operation of His 
Spirit applying the death and resurrection of Christ unto 
them, renewed in their whole self after the image of God; 
having the seeds of repentance unto life, and all other saving 
graces, put into their hearts, and those graces so stirred up, 
increased, and strengthened, as that they more and more die 
unto sin, and rise unto newness of life.

‘Lord, I knew you to be a hard man, reaping where you have not 
sown, and gathering where you have not scattered seed. And I 
was afraid, and went and hid your talent in the ground. Look, 
there you have what is yours.’ But his lord answered and said to 
him, ‘You wicked and lazy servant, you knew that I reap where I 
have not sown, and gather where I have not scattered seed. So 
you ought to have deposited my money with the bankers, and at 
my coming I would have received back my own with interest. So 
take the talent from him, and give it to him who has ten talents. 
For to everyone who has, more will be given, and he will have 
abundance; but from him who does not have, even what he has 
will be taken away. And cast the unprofitable servant into the 
outer darkness.

“This is the message which we have heard from Him and 
declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all. 
If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in 
darkness, we lie and do not practice the truth. But if we walk in 
the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one 
another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from 
all sin. If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and 
the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, He is faithful and 
just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness.”
