When the Spirit of truth comes, he
will guide you into all the truth, for he will not speak on his
own authority, but whatever he hears he will speak, and he
will declare to you the things that are to come. He will glorify
me, for he will take what is mine and declare it to you.”

1. The scriptures containing the apostolic doctrine
were necessary.

v.26 speaking boldly in the synagogue

Priscilla and Aquila took him aside

v.27 Apollos wanted to go to Achaia (Corinth)
