R In addition to reviewing our key learnings and take aways, we began to
reharmonize the Great Olivet Discourse account

3 Because originally I only focused on Luke/Matthew and didn’t include Mark

R This made our original chart short sighted, hence we’re re-doing this exercise
again - but this time factoring in all 3 accounts

R It is important that we do this exercise because just as Daniel frames our
understanding of Revelation even so does our Lord’s Great Discourse

R Here was our approach...
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Where we left off

R Last week we were able to get through 9 epochs

R Before we summarize what those were and cover the rest, I'd like to
for us to be familiar with and read Luke’s account

@ Remember, I'm relying on Luke’s account for the sequential order of
things

R Thus, Luke’s account allowed me to frame this entire discourse

R So I'd like for us to read his entire account, then I'd like to show you
how we came up with EPOCH 1 (cornerstone), which dictated the rest
