Misplaced Faith (Mark 9:14-29) 

 - The father lacked faith 

  - The boy was healed in spite of that lack of faith 

  - What did the father get wrong? 

 

Lacking Faith (Matthew 17:14-21; Luke 17:5-6) 

 - The Disciples lacked faith 

  - The boy was delivered in spite of that lack of faith 

  - What did the disciples get wrong?  

 

Responding in Faith (Luke 9:37-43) 

 - The entire generation lacked faith 

  - God was glorified in spite of that lack of faith  

  - What did everyone get wrong? 

 

What can we learn? 

1. There is nothing wrong with asking God to help us believe or trust Him.  It’s an act of faith. 

2. We often put our trust in the wrong things.  Trust God above all else. 

3. Allow God to astonish you, and respond in deeper faith.
