LARGER CATECHISM Q. 191: What do we pray for in the second petition? 
 

A. In the second petition, (which is, Thy kingdom come,) acknowledging ourselves and all 
mankind to be by nature under the dominion of sin and Satan, we pray, that the kingdom of 
sin and Satan may be destroyed, the gospel propagated throughout the world, the Jews 
called, the fulness of the Gentiles brought in; the church furnished with all gospel officers 
and ordinances, purged from corruption, countenanced and maintained by the civil 
magistrate: that the ordinances of Christ may be purely dispensed, and made effectual to the 
converting of those that are yet in their sins, and the confirming, comforting, and building 
up of those that are already converted: that Christ would rule in our hearts here, and hasten 
the time of his second coming, and our reigning with him for ever: and that he would be 
pleased so to exercise the kingdom of his power in all the world, as may best conduce to 
these ends.

LARGER CATECHISM Q. 85: Death being the wages of sin, why are not the righteous delivered from 
death, seeing all their sins are forgiven in Christ? 
 

A. The righteous shall be delivered from death itself at the last day, and even in death are 
delivered from the sting and curse of it; so that, although they die, yet it is out of God’s love, to 
free them perfectly from sin and misery, and to make them capable of farther communion with 
Christ in glory, which they then enter upon. 
 

HEIDELBERG CATECHISM Q. 1: What is thy only comfort in life and in death? 
That I, with body and soul, both in life and in death, am not my own, but belong to my faithful 
Saviour Jesus Christ, who with His precious blood has fully satisfied for all my sins, and 
redeemed me from all the power of the devil; and so preserves me, that without the will of my 
Father in heaven not a hair can fall from my head; yea, that all things must work together for my 
salvation. Wherefore, by His Holy Spirit, He also assures me of eternal life, and makes me heartily 
willing and ready henceforth to live unto Him. 

 

IN HIS DEATH, CHRIST FREED YOU FROM THE FEAR OF DEATH, THAT YOU MAY LIVE FOR HIM
