  I. The Operation of Enoch’s Faith (v. 5) 

“By faith…Enoch was pleasing to God.” Enoch walked with God (Gen. 5:18-24; Ps. 25:4)

	A. He lived in the presence of God (Ps. 37:4; 73:25, 28). 




	B. He lived in obedience to God (Amos 3:3; Jude vs. 14, 15). Enoch was seventh from Adam (see 
     Lamech in Gen. 4:18f). Walking with God and raising a family go hand in hand (Gen. 5:22). 




 II. The Outcome of Enoch’s Faith (v. 5) 

	A. He was taken up.  

“…Enoch was taken up so that he would not see death; and he was not found because God took him up.” See also Gen. 5:24. He was translated like Elijah (2 Kings 2:11); Jesus (Acts 1:9); living believers at Jesus’ return (1 Thess. 4:15-17).

	-Was his translation visible? 


	-Enoch was transformed on earth before he was translated to heaven (Col. 1:13).  




	B. He obtained God’s commendation. 

“…for he obtained the witness that before his being taken up he was pleasing to God.”




III. The Object of Enoch’s Faith (v. 6)  

Why is it impossible to please God without faith? 

	A. Those who would please God must believe in His existence. 




	B. Those who would please God must believe that He rewards those who seek him.
