God	has	visited	and	redeemed	us	(68–69)	
• How	is	the	coming	of	Jesus	Christ	unlike	other	divine	visitations	in	Scripture?	
• List	some	ways	you	can	praise	God	for	visiting	us	in	the	Incarnation.	Now	take	a	few	minutes	to	

praise	him.	

God	has	kept	his	promises	(69–73)	
• How	does	Zechariah	demonstrate	that	God	has	kept	his	promises?	
• In	what	areas	of	your	life	do	you	need	to	remember	that	God	keeps	his	promises?	

God	has	rescued	us	to	serve	him	(71,	74–75)	
• What	is	the	goal	of	your	salvation?	
• In	what	area	of	your	life	do	you	need	to	focus	more	on	serving	God?	How	would	your	life	look	

different	if	you	did?	

God	has	provided	for	our	greatest	needs	(76–79)	
• What	are	three	needs	we	have	that	verses	76	to	79	highlight?	What	“needs”	do	you	tend	to	

think	are	more	important?	
• How	are	you	tempted	to	doubt	that	Jesus	is	the	answer	to	your	greatest	needs?
