Introduction 
 
I. Anticipating the Plagues (15:1) 
 A. And I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvelous 
   
 
 B. Seven angels have the last seven plagues 
   
 
 C. Because in them the wrath of God is completed 
   
 
II. The New Exodus (15:2-3) 
 A. And I saw, as it were, a sea of glass mixed with fire 

1. This vision sees the defeat of the beast and the saints’ joyful celebration 
of their victory 

 
  2. Sea of glass mixed with fire 
 
 B. And those who  
  1. Overcame the beast 
   
  2. And his image and the number of his name 
 
 
 C. Standing upon the glassy sea, having harps of God 
  Cf. 5:6; 7:9 
   
   
 E. And they sang the Song of Moses, the Servant of God 
  1. Ex. 14 is followed by Ex. 15! (Cf. Deut. 32) 
 

2. So here, the Church, the Israel of God, is delivered from a worse than

  1. Even the Song of the Lamb (not two songs, but one!) 
 
  2. Cf. 14:3 
 
III. The Song of Deliverance (15:4) 
 A. Great and marvelous are Your works 
  Cf. 15:1 
   
 B. O Lord God Almighty 
   
 
 C. Righteous and true are Your ways 
   
 
 D. O King of the nations 
   
 
 E. Who will not fear You, Lord and glorify Your name? 
   
   
 F. Because You alone are Holy 
  1. Because you are holy 
 
  2. Because all nations shall come and worship before you 
 
  3. Because Your righteous deeds have been manifested 
   Ex. 15:1, 6, 12; Psa 98:2
