1. Why did Jesus perform miracles?

. Though Jesus performed more
miracles than any prophet of the
Old Testament. Did the signs cause
everyone who saw them to believe?
See John 6:1 and 6:66-68, John
9:24-25

. John did not record the same exact
miracles that the other gospels
contain yet he intentionally
provides the reader with a good
variety of miracles. Think over the
7 miracles that he recorded, recall
how they are different from one
another, and why this could be
important.

Jerusalem (Jn. 11:16). However,
what happened when the soldiers
came to arrest Jesus? See Matthew
26:56. Peter claimed
that he would die for Christ. See
Mark 14:29-31. Yet what did he do
that very night? :
Why do you think these Disciple
abandoned Jesus? Have you ever
not stood for Jesus and regretted it?
What can you learn from these
disciples’ lives?
