It was here the 

Annunciation occurred as Gabriel (v 26) informed Mary about her coming pregnancy – and   the 

upcoming working of the Holy Spirit. Wherever the Spirit comes with sovereign, supernatural power 

Jesus is magnified, people are drawn into his kingdom, and that kingdom is advanced. Pray for the
