Suffering at the hands of SUPERIORS

John 18:22--And when he had thus spoken, one of the
officers which stood by struck Jesus with the palm of his
hand, saying, Answerest thou the high priest so??

John 19:1--Then Pilate therefore took Jesus, and scourged
him.




Suffering at the hands of the SANHEDRIN

Matt 26:59-62--Now the chief priests, and elders, and all the council, sought
false witness against Jesus, to put him to death; But found none: yea, though
many false witnesses came, yet found they none. At the last came two false
witnesses, And said, This fellow said, | am able to destroy the temple of God,
and to build it in three days. And the high priest arose, and said unto him,
Answerest thou nothing? what is it which these witness against thee?

Mark 14:63-65--°3 Then the high priest rent his clothes, and saith, What
need we any further witnesses? ®¢ Ye have heard the blasphemy: what think
ye? And they all condemned him to be guilty of death. > And some began
to spit on him, and to cover his face, and to buffet him, and to say unto him,
Prophesy: and the servants did strike him with the palms of their hands.




Suffering at the hands of SMITERS

John 19:2-3--2 And the soldiers platted a crown of thorns, and put it on
his head, and they put on him a purple robe, 3 And said, Hail, King of the
Jews! and they smote him with their hands.

Matthew 27:27-31--%’ Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into

the common hall, and gathered unto him the whole band of soldiers. 28

And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe. 2° And when they
had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in
his right hand: and they bowed the knee before him, and mocked him,
saying, Hail, King of the Jews!

Matthew 26:69-75--°° Now Peter sat without in the palace: and a damsel
came unto him, saying, Thou also wast with Jesus of Galilee. 7° But he denied
before them all, saying, | know not what thou sayest. * And when he was
gone out into the porch, another maid saw him, and said unto them that were
there, This fellow was also with Jesus of Nazareth. 72 And again he denied
with an oath, | do not know the man.

Suffering at the hands of more SOLDIERS

Luke 23:36-37--3% And the soldiers also mocked him, coming to him, and
offering him vinegar, 37 And saying, If thou be the king of the Jews, save

thyself.

John 19:16-18--1 Then delivered he him therefore unto them to be
crucified. And they took Jesus, and led him away. *’ And he bearing his
cross went forth into a place called the place of a skull, which is called in

the Hebrew Golgotha: 1 Where they crucified him, and two other with him,
on either side one, and Jesus in the midst.




Suffering at the hands of a STEALER

Matthew 27:44--The thieves also, which were crucified with him,
cast the same In his teeth.

Luke 23:39--And one of the malefactors which were hanged railed
on him, saying, If thou be Christ, save thyself and us.




Suffering at the hands of SOJOURNERS

Matthew 27:39-40--3% And they that passed by reviled him,
wagging their heads, 4° And saying, Thou that destroyest the
temple, and buildest it in three days, save thyself. If thou be

the Son of God, come down from the cross.




Suffering at the hands of a SCOFFER

Matthew 27:41-43--#! Likewise also the chief priests mocking
him, with the scribes and elders, said, 2 He saved others;
himself he cannot save. If he be the King of Israel, let him
now come down from the cross, and we will believe him. 43

He trusted in God; let him deliver him now, if he will have him:

for he said, | am the Son of God.




Suffering at the hands of the SOVEREIGN God

Matthew 27:45-46--4° Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the
land unto the ninth hour. 46 And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud
voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why
hast thou forsaken me?

Isaiah 53:10--Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief:
when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall
prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his hand.

Romans 8:32--He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all,
how shall he not with him also freely give us all things?

23 And the governor said, Why, what evil hath he done? But they cried out

the more, saying, Let him be crucified. 24 When Pilate saw that he could
prevail nothing, but that rather a tumult was made, he took water, and
washed his hands before the multitude, saying, | am innocent of the blood
of this just person: see ye to it.




Suffering at the hands of OUR SIN (cont’d)

2 Corinthians 5:21--For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin;
that we might be made the righteousness of God in him

1 Peter 3:18--For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust,
that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by
the Spirit:

Isaiah 53:6--All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to
his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

1 Peter 2:24--Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that
we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye
were healed.
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
