Application Questions

3. Read Daniel 7:9-14 and Revelation 1:12-18. Consider the descriptions in these texts of the “Ancient of Days”
and the “Son of Man.” How can these passages aid your worship and adoration of the incarnate Christ?

4. ReadJohn 1:14 and Luke 2:52. How is your mind stretched and your appreciation heightened when considering
the two natures of the incarnate Christ—his full divinity and full humanity?

5. Read Luke 19:10 and Philippians 2:3-11. How and why does the purpose of the incarnation humble you and
drive you to live for Christ this week?
