Psalms 51:9 Hide thy face from my 
sins, and blot out all mine 
iniquities.
17 The sacrifices of God are a 
broken spirit: a broken and a 
contrite heart, O God, thou wilt 
not despise.



Psalms 38:6 I am troubled; I am bowed down 
greatly; I go mourning all the day long.
8 I am feeble and sore broken: I have roared by 
reason of the disquietness of my heart.
18 For I will declare mine iniquity; I will be 
sorry for my sin.
22 Make haste to help me, O Lord my 
salvation.



2 Chronicles 33:2 But did that which was evil in 
the sight of the LORD, like unto the 
abominations of the heathen, whom the LORD 
had cast out before the children of Israel.
3 For he built again the high places which 
Hezekiah his father had broken down, and he 
reared up altars for Baalim, and made groves, 
and worshipped all the host of heaven, and 
served them.



Numbers 15:31 Because he hath 
despised the word of the LORD, and 
hath broken his commandment, that 
soul shall utterly be cut off; his 
iniquity shall be upon him.



Jeremiah 23:14...they commit 
adultery, and walk in lies: they 
strengthen also the hands of 
evildoers, that none doth return 
from his wickedness:



Ezekiel 13:17 Likewise, thou son of man, set 
thy face against the daughters of thy people, 
which prophesy out of their own heart;

1 Timothy 1:20 Of whom is 
Hymenaeus and Alexander; 
whom I have delivered unto 
Satan, that they may learn not 
to blaspheme.



1 Corinthians 5:5 To deliver 
such an one unto Satan for the 
destruction of the flesh, that the 
spirit may be saved in the day 
of the Lord Jesus.



Job 17:10 But as for you all, do ye 
return, and come now: for I cannot 
find one wise man among you.
11 My days are past, my purposes are 
broken off, even the thoughts of my 
heart.



Psalms 34:18 The LORD is 
nigh unto them that are of a 
broken heart; and saveth such 
as be of a contrite spirit.



Luke 4:18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon 
me, because he hath anointed me to preach 
the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to 
heal the brokenhearted, to preach 
deliverance to the captives, and recovering 
of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them 
that are bruised,

Psalms 31:7 I will be glad and 
rejoice in thy mercy: for thou 
hast considered my trouble; 
thou hast known my soul in 
adversities;



Psalms 31:13 For I have 
heard the slander of many: 
fear was on every side: while 
they took counsel together 
against me...



Psalms 31:17 Let me not be ashamed, O 
LORD; for I have called upon thee: let the 
wicked be ashamed, and let them be silent 
in the grave.
18 Let the lying lips be put to silence; which 
speak grievous things proudly and 
contemptuously against the righteous.



Psalms 31:19 Oh how great is thy 
goodness, which thou hast laid up for 
them that fear thee...
20 Thou shalt hide them in the secret 
of thy presence from the pride of man: 
thou shalt keep them secretly in a 
pavilion from the strife of tongues.



Psalms 31:22 For I said in my 
haste, I am cut off from before 
thine eyes: nevertheless thou 
heardest the voice of my 
supplications when I cried unto 
thee.



Psalms 31:24 Be of good 
courage, and he shall 
strengthen your heart, all ye 
that hope in the LORD.



Isaiah 41:6 They helped every one his 
neighbour; and every one said to his 
brother, Be of good courage.
7 So the carpenter encouraged the 
goldsmith, and he that smootheth with the 
hammer him that smote the anvil, saying, It 
is ready for the sodering: and he fastened 
it...



Nehemiah 4:2 And he spake before his 
brethren and the army of Samaria, and 
said, What do these feeble Jews? will they 
fortify themselves? will they sacrifice? will 
they make an end in a day? will they revive 
the stones out of the heaps of the rubbish 
which are burned?

Psalms 42:5 Why art thou cast 
down, O my soul? and why art 
thou disquieted in me? hope thou 
in God: for I shall yet praise him 
for the help of his countenance.



1 Samuel 30:6 And David was greatly 
distressed; for the people spake of 
stoning him, because the soul of all the 
people was grieved, every man for his 
sons and for his daughters: but David 
encouraged himself in the LORD his 
God.
