every effort to write you about our common 

salvation, I felt the necessity to write to you 

exhorting that you contend earnestly for the faith 

which was once for all handed down to the 

saints. 4 For certain persons have crept in 

unnoticed, those who were long beforehand 

marked out for this condemnation, ungodly 

persons who turn the grace of our God into 

sensuality and deny our only Master and Lord, 

Jesus Christ.

-Galatians 1:8-9 (LSB) 8 But even if we, 

or an angel from heaven, should 

proclaim to you a gospel contrary to the 

gospel we have proclaimed to you, let 

him be accursed! 9 As we have said 

before, so I say again now, if any man is 

proclaiming to you a gospel contrary to 

what you received, let him be accursed!



-Titus 3:10-11 (LSB) 10 Reject a 

factious man after a first and 

second warning, 11 knowing that 

such a man is perverted and is 

sinning, being self-condemned.



-2 Thessalonians 3:6-7, 14-15 (LSB) 6 Now we 

command you, brothers, in the name of our Lord 

Jesus Christ, that you keep away from every brother 

who walks in an unruly manner and not according to 

the tradition which they received from us. 7 For you 

yourselves know how you ought to imitate us, 

because we did not act in an unruly manner among 

you,…14 And if anyone does not obey our word in this 

letter, take special note of that person to not associate 

with him, so that he will be put to shame. 15 And yet 

do not regard him as an enemy, but admonish him as 

a brother.



-Philemon 1:17 (LSB) If then you 

regard me a partner, accept him as 

you would accept me.



-Colossians 2:16-17 (LSB) 16 

Therefore, no one is to judge you in 

food and drink, or in respect to a 

festival or a new moon or a Sabbath 

day-- 17 things which are only a 

shadow of what is to come; but the 

substance belongs to Christ.
