  1 Peter 5:4 = the crown of glory  James 1:12 = the crown of life  
  Philippians 4:1 = the soul winner’s crown  Revelation 2:10 = the martyr’s crown  

 
 

 
1 John 3:7 Little children, make sure no one deceives you; the one who practices righteousness is righteous, just as 
He is righteous 
Revelation 19:8 It was given to her to clothe herself in fine linen, bright and clean; for the fine linen is the righteous 
acts of the saints.

John Calvin  Believers who are devoted to the world, who love this fleeting life, are not motivated by the coming of Christ.  
 
1 John 3:2 Beloved, now we are children of God, and it has not appeared as yet what we will be. We know that 
when He appears, we will be like Him, because we will see Him just as He is. 3 And everyone who has this hope 
fixed on Him purifies himself, just as He is pure.

1 Corinthians 9:22 I have become all things to all men, so that I may by all means save some. 23 I do all things for the 
sake of the gospel… 24 Do you not know that those who run in a race all run, but only one receives the prize? Run in 
such a way that you may win. 31 Whether, then, you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God… 33 
just as I also please all men in all things, not seeking my own profit but the profit of the many, so that they may be 
saved.   

  
C –To fulfill your ministry, you must be   Christ  

John 19:30b "It is finished!” And He bowed His head and gave up His spirit.
