The Service of the Lord’s Table 

The Lord's Supper  
Minister: Brothers and sisters in Christ, the gospels tell us that on the first day of the week, the day on which our 
Lord rose from the dead, he appeared to some of his disciples and was made known to them in the breaking of 
bread. Come, then, to the joyful feast of our Lord. 
Q. Who should come to the Lord's table?  
A. Those who are displeased with themselves because of their sins, but who nevertheless trust that their sins are 
pardoned and that their remaining weakness is covered by the suffering and death of Christ, and who also desire 
more and more to strengthen their faith and to lead a better life. 
 
Q. How does the holy supper remind and assure you that you share in Christ's one sacrifice on the cross and 
in all his benefits?  
A. In this way: Christ has commanded me and all believers to eat this broken bread and to drink this cup in 
remembrance of him. With this command come these promises: 
First, as surely as I see with my eyes the bread of the Lord broken for me and the cup shared with me, so surely his 
body was offered and broken for me, and his blood poured out for me on the cross. 
Second, as surely as I receive from the hand of the one who serves, and taste with my mouth the bread and cup of 
the Lord, given me as sure signs of Christ's body and blood, so surely he nourishes and refreshes my soul for 
eternal life with his crucified body and poured-out blood. 
  I feed upon Christ in my heart by faith with thanksgiving. 
 
 Q. What does it mean to eat the crucified body of Christ and to drink his poured-out blood?  
A. It means to accept with a believing heart the entire suffering and death of Christ and thereby to receive 
forgiveness of sins and eternal life. 
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How can I repay Yahweh for all the good that he has done for me? 
I will take the cup of salvation and call on the name of Yahweh. 
I will keep my vows to Yahweh in the presence of all his people. 
 
Great Thanksgiving Prayer 
The Lord be with you.  
And also with you. 
Lift up your hearts!  
We lift them up unto the LORD 
Let us give thanks to the LORD our God.  
It is right to give our thanks and praise.  
Holy and right it is, and our greatest joy to give you thanks 
 at all times and in all places, 
 
O Lord our Creator, almighty and everlasting God! 
You created heaven with all its hosts and the earth with all its plenty. You have given us physical life and being and 
preserve us by your providence. But you have shown us the fullness of your love in sending into the world your Son, 
Jesus Christ, the eternal Word, made flesh for us and for our salvation. For the precious gift of this mighty Savior 
who has reconciled us to you we praise and bless you, O God. To those who have received your Son Messiah Jesus, 
the incarnate Word, you have given second birth through regeneration by your Spirit. So, we who once were no 
people are now your people.  
 
Therefore, we praise you, joining our voices with the choirs of heaven and with all the faithful of every time and 
place who forever sing to the glory of your name:  
Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,  
heaven and earth are full of your glory.  Hosanna in the highest! 

Most righteous God, we remember in this Supper the perfect sacrifice offered once on the cross by our Lord Jesus 
Christ for our sin and the sins of all who through faith call upon you for salvation. In the joy of his resurrection and 
in expectation of his coming again we eat this thanksgiving meal. In appreciation for Christ offering of himself for us 
we renew the presentation of our bodies and minds to you as an act of spiritual worship.  
Great is the mystery of faith we proclaim together:  
Christ has died! 
Christ is risen! 
Christ is ascended! 
Christ will come again!  
 
Send your Holy Spirit upon us, we pray, 
that the bread which we break 
and the cup which we bless 
may be to us a participation by faith in the body and blood of Christ.  
Grant that we, being joined together in him, may attain to the unity of the faith 
and grow up in all things into Christ our Lord.  
And as this grain has been gathered from many fields into one loaf, and these grapes from many hills into one cup, 
grant, O Lord, that your whole Church may soon be gathered from the ends of the earth into your kingdom. 
Even so, come, Lord Jesus!  
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Here, O My Lord, May I Behold Your Face 
Here, O my Lord, may I behold your face; 
here may I touch and handle things unseen; 
here grasp with firmer hand the eternal grace 
and all my weariness upon you lean. 
 
2. Here let me feed upon the bread of God, 
here drink with you the royal wine of heaven; 
here let me lay aside each earthly load, 
here taste afresh the calm of sin forgiven. 
 
Breaking of the Bread 
The Lord Jesus, the same night he was betrayed, took bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it  
The minister shall break the bread.  
and gave it to them, saying, “Take, eat; 
this is my body which is given for you: do this in remembrance of me.”  
The bread which we break is the communion of the body of Christ.  
 
3. Mine is the sin, but yours the righteousness; 
mine is the guilt, but yours the cleansing blood! 
Here is my robe, my refuge and my peace- 
your blood, your righteousness, O Lord my God. 
 
 4. I have no help but yours, nor do I need 
another arm but yours to lean upon; 
it is enough, my Lord, enough indeed; 
my strength is in your might, your might alone. 
 
Sharing in the Cup 
Lifting the cup, the minister shall say:  
After the same manner also, he took the cup when they had supped, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in 
my blood: this do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.”  
The cup of blessing which we bless is the communion of the blood of Christ.  
 
5. Too soon we rise, the symbols disappear; 
the feast, though not the love, is past and gone: 
gone are the bread and wine, but you are here, 
nearer than ever, still my shield and sun. 
 
6. Feast after feast here comes and passes by, 
yet, passing, points to that glad feast above, 
giving sweet foretaste of the festal joy, 
the Lamb’s great bridal feast of bliss and love.

First Testament- Exodus 24:1-18 ESV 

Then he said to Moses, “Come up to Yahweh, you and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the 
elders of Israel, and worship from afar. 2 Moses alone shall come near to Yahweh, but the others shall 
not come near, and the people shall not come up with him.” 

3 Moses came and told the people all the words of Yahweh and all the rules. And all the people 
answered with one voice and said, “All the words that Yahweh has spoken we will do.” 4 And Moses 
wrote down all the words of Yahweh. He rose early in the morning and built an altar at the foot of the 
mountain, and twelve pillars, according to the twelve tribes of Israel. 5 And he sent young men of the 
people of Israel, who offered burnt offerings and sacrificed peace offerings of oxen to 
Yahweh. 6 And Moses took half of the blood and put it in basins, and half of the blood he threw 
against the altar. 7 Then he took the Book of the Covenant and read it in the hearing of the people. 
And they said, “All that Yahweh has spoken we will do, and we will be obedient.” 8 And Moses took 
the blood and threw it on the people and said, “Behold the blood of the covenant that Yahweh has 
made with you in accordance with all these words.” 

9 Then Moses and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel went up, 10 and 
they saw the God of Israel. There was under his feet as it were a pavement of sapphire stone, like the 
very heaven for clearness. 11 And he did not lay his hand on the chief men of the people of Israel; they 
beheld God and ate and drank. 

12 Yahweh said to Moses, “Come up to me on the mountain and wait there, that I may give you 
the tablets of stone, with the law and the commandment, which I have written for their instruction.” 13 So 
Moses rose with his assistant Joshua, and Moses went up into the mountain of God. 14 And he said to the 
elders, “Wait here for us until we return to you. And behold, Aaron and Hur are with you. Whoever has a 
dispute, let him go to them.” 

15 Then Moses went up on the mountain, and the cloud covered the mountain. 16 The glory of Yahweh 
dwelt on Mount Sinai, and the cloud covered it six days. And on the seventh day he called to Moses out 
of the midst of the cloud. 17 Now the appearance of the glory of Yahweh was like a devouring fire on the 
top of the mountain in the sight of the people of Israel. 18 Moses entered the cloud and went up on the 
mountain. And Moses was on the mountain forty days and forty nights.

New Testament- 2 Peter 1:16-18  

For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the power and coming of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were eyewitnesses of his majesty. For when he received honor and glory 
from God the Father, and the voice was borne to him by the Majestic Glory, “This is my beloved Son, 
with whom I am well pleased,” we ourselves heard this very voice borne from heaven, for we were 
with him on the holy mountain. 
 
New Testament- Mark 9:2-8 ESV 
 
2 And after six days Jesus took with him Peter and James and John, and led them up a high mountain 
by themselves. And he was transfigured before them, 3 and his clothes became radiant, intensely 
white, as no one on earth could bleach them. 4 And there appeared to them Elijah with Moses, and 
they were talking with Jesus. 5 And Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good that we are here. Let us make 
three tents, one for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” 6 For he did not know what to say, for 
they were terrified. 7 And a cloud overshadowed them, and a voice came out of the cloud, “This is my 
beloved Son; listen to him.” 8 And suddenly, looking around, they no longer saw anyone with them 
but Jesus only. 
 

Sermon Text- Luke 9:28-36 
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28 Now about eight days after these sayings he took with him Peter and John and James and went up 
on the mountain to pray. 29 And as he was praying, the appearance of his face was altered, and his 
clothing became dazzling white. 30 And behold, two men were talking with him, Moses and 
Elijah, 31 who appeared in glory and spoke of his departure, which he was about to accomplish at 
Jerusalem. 32 Now Peter and those who were with him were heavy with sleep, but when they became 
fully awake they saw his glory and the two men who stood with him. 33 And as the men were parting 
from him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is good that we are here. Let us make three tents, one for 
you and one for Moses and one for Elijah”—not knowing what he said. 34 As he was saying these 
things, a cloud came and overshadowed them, and they were afraid as they entered the 
cloud. 35 And a voice came out of the cloud, saying, “This is my Son, my Chosen One; listen to 
him!” 36 And when the voice had spoken, Jesus was found alone. And they kept silent and told no one 
in those days anything of what they had seen. 
 

Mark 9:2-9

three tents, one for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” 6 For he did not know what to say, for 
they were terrified. 7 And a cloud overshadowed them, and a voice came out of the cloud, “This is my 
beloved Son; listen to him.” 8 And suddenly, looking around, they no longer saw anyone with them 
but Jesus only. 

9 And as they were coming down the mountain, he charged them to tell no one what they had 
seen, until the Son of Man had risen from the dead.

9 And as they were coming down the mountain, Jesus commanded them, “Tell no one the vision, until 
the Son of Man is raised from the dead.”  

Luke 9:28-36 
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28 Now about eight days after these sayings he took with him Peter and John and James and went up 
on the mountain to pray. 29 And as he was praying, the appearance of his face was altered, and his 
clothing became dazzling white. 30 And behold, two men were talking with him, Moses and 
Elijah, 31 who appeared in glory and spoke of his departure, which he was about to accomplish at 
Jerusalem. 32 Now Peter and those who were with him were heavy with sleep, but when they became 
fully awake they saw his glory and the two men who stood with him. 33 And as the men were parting 
from him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is good that we are here. Let us make three tents, one for 
you and one for Moses and one for Elijah”—not knowing what he said. 34 As he was saying these 
things, a cloud came and overshadowed them, and they were afraid as they entered the 
cloud. 35 And a voice came out of the cloud, saying, “This is my Son, my Chosen One; listen to 
him!” 36 And when the voice had spoken, Jesus was found alone. And they kept silent and told no one 
in those days anything of what they had seen. 

2 Peter 1:16-18 
For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the power and coming of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, but we were eyewitnesses of his majesty. 17 For when he received honor and 
glory from God the Father, and the voice was borne to him by the Majestic Glory, “This is my beloved 
Son, with whom I am well pleased,” 18 we ourselves heard this very voice borne from heaven, for we 
were with him on the holy mountain. 
 
John 1:1, 14 
 
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 
 14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his glory, glory as of the only 
Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.

 4 I glorified you on earth, having accomplished the work that you gave me to do. 5 And now, 
Father, glorify me in your own presence with the glory that I had with you before the world existed.

Exodus 24:14-15 

 So Moses rose with his assistant Joshua, and Moses went up into the mountain of God.15 Then Moses 
went up on the mountain, and the cloud covered the mountain. 

Exodus 34:5, 29-33 

5 The LORD descended in the cloud and stood with him there and proclaimed the name of Yahweh.  

29 When Moses came down from Mount Sinai, … Moses did not know that the skin of his face shone because he 
had been talking with God. 30 Aaron and all the people of Israel saw Moses, and behold, the skin of his 
face shone, and they were afraid to come near him.
