For even the Son 
of man came not to be ministered (diakonos) unto, but to 
minister (diakonos), and to give his life a ransom for 
many.

2 Cor.3:5-6; Not that we are sufficient of ourselves to 
think anything as of ourselves; but our sufficiency is of 
God; who also hath made us able ministers of the new 
testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter 
killeth, but the spirit giveth life.

Romans 16:1; I commend unto you Phebe our sister, 
which is a servant of the church…

• Note the similarity between these four 
qualifications (v.11) and those in verse 8: Grave 
(same word as in v.8); not slanderers (not 
double tongued); sober (not given to much 
wine); faithful in all things (not greedy).
