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Main Point:
Jesus has given you sufficient proof that He is Savior and King; heed the

signs and trust in Him!

1. As in Jesus’ day, we live in a generation that wants proof before they
will believe in Him.

2. Jesus has already given us sufficient proof of His true identity in His
earthly miracles.

3. The greatest proof of Jesus’ true identity is His resurrection from the

dead.

4. Heed the signs and trust in Jesus!
