THE VALUE OF GRACE | JOHN 21:15-25

Goal: Value grace the way Jesus values it.

Context: After Jesus’ crucifixion and resurrection, Peter and some of the disciples had gone fishing, and
Jesus appeared to them to reveal more of himself to them and reinstate Peter.

Ways we see grace in Jesus’ encounter with Peter:

1. He reinstated Peter who had (15-19).

2. He kept Peter focused on his own response to Jesus rather than
(20-23).
