< In the future there will be nothing that hinders, intrudes on
or diminishes our worship

m heaven is the place where God’s will is done completely
and continually

m in heaven, we will bring perfect thanksgiving and
worship to the One who sits on the throne

< Scripture gives us a picture of a life to come that is rich, full,
vibrant, and exciting

m how does looking to things that are unseen (2 Cor 4:18)
and setting your hope fully on the grace that will be
brought to you (1 Peter 1:13) effect your life?

change how you live and how you worship God here
below?

m prompts us to pursue holiness (1 John 3:2-3, 2
Corinthians 7:1, 2 Peter 3:10-12)

m our destination determines our path
m those whom God is preparing to worship Him forever in
heaven are people whose greatest desire in this life is to

know and be like the Savior who redeemed them

m helps us hold onto and be filled with joy in the midst of
suffering

expectation that the day is coming when we will do nothing
but rejoice in God and boast in the Lord
