JOHN’S TESTIMONY AND EXALTATION OF CHRIST

1. Transitions and changes in life and ministry must be

received with great humility.

Luke 7:26-28 But what went ye out for to see? A prophet? Yea, | say unto you, and
much more than a prophet. 27 This is he, of whom it is written, Behold, | send my
messenger before thy face, which shall prepare thy way before thee. 28 For | say unto
you, Among those that are born of women there is not a greater prophet than John the
Baptist: but he that is least in the kingdom of God is greater than he.

Proverbs 26:20 Where no wood is, there the fire goeth out: so where there is no
talebearer, the strife ceaseth.

Proverbs 16:28 A froward man soweth strife: and a whisperer separateth chief friends.

2. Men who hear clear testimony from our lips about Jesus
often do not receive it or believe it.

3. Only an understanding of grace can keep us from pride.
James 1:17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from
the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.

Job 1:20-22 Then Job arose, and rent his mantle, and shaved his head, and fell down
upon the ground, and worshipped, 21 And said, Naked came | out of my mother's
womb, and naked shall | return thither: the LORD gave, and the LORD hath taken away;
blessed be the name of the LORD. 22 In all this Job sinned not, nor charged God
foolishly.

Romans 12:3 For | say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among
you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly,
according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith.

Matthew 5:3 Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
