b. Five C’s of Worship
i. Call to Worship — God calls us out of the world to gather in His presence.

ii. Confession and Forgiveness — God reminds us what He has done for us in Christ. We confess our
sins and He absolves us of guilt.

iii. Consecration — We are set apart for holy service as God speaks to us and teaches us through His
Word. We respond by giving ourselves and our tithes as fitting offerings.

iv. Communion — God invites us to commune with Him at his covenant meal, and we remember His
covenant and enjoy His provisions.

v. Commission — God blesses us and charges us to extend His kingdom into the future and the
world, making disciples of all nations.

I1. Consecration

a. Sursum Corda (“Lift up your ")

i. Jeff Meyers: “by faith we understand that the roof of the Church has been rolled back not only to
expose the heavenly service in progress but also to incorporate us into it. Cherubim and
seraphim, angels and archangels, together with the church triumphant are now "visible" to the
eye of faith. Heaven and earth are now joined and we have been ushered into the festal
assembly gathered around the throne of the Lamb (Heb. 12:22-24; Rev. 4-5)”
