25 Jesus answered them, “I told you, and you do not believe; the works that I do in My Father’s name,
these bear witness of Me. 26 But you do not believe because you are not of My sheep. 27 My sheep hear
My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me; 28 and I give eternal life to them, and they will never
perish—ever; and no one will snatch them out of My hand. 29 My Father, who has given them to Me, is
greater than all; and no one is able to snatch them out of the Father’s hand.



Matthew 9:6-8

6 But so that you may know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins”—then He *said to
the paralytic, “Get up, pick up your bed and go home.” 7 And he got up and went home. 8 But when the
crowds saw this, they were afraid, and glorified God, who had given such authority to men.

Philippians 2:5-11

5 Have this way of thinking in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, although existing in the
form of God, did not regard equality with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but emptied Himself, by taking the
form of a slave, by being made in the likeness of men. 8 Being found in appearance as a man, He humbled
Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 9 Therefore, God also highly
exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus
every knee will bow, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and that every
tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Isaiah 45:23-25

23 I have sworn by Myself, The word has gone forth from My mouth in righteousness And will not turn
back, That to Me every knee will bow, every tongue will swear allegiance. 24 They will say of Me, ‘Only
in Yahweh are righteousness and strength.” Men will come to Him, And all who were angry at Him will
be put to shame. 25 In Yahweh all the seed of Israel Will be justified and will boast.”
