WSC 3 What do the Scriptures principally teach? A. The Scriptures
principally teach, what man is to believe concerning God, and what duty God
requires of man. (WSC 1:3 W<CS)

If you remember question2 from the catechism about “what rule...”
and its answer “the Word of God” you will realize question 3 could
easily be rephrased, what does God principally teach? Ultimately,
what does God want me to KNOW, FOCUS ON, CONCENTRATE ON,
BELIEVE, TEACH MY CHILDREN, TALK ABOUT WITH MY FRIENDS,
EMPHASIZE IN MY LIFE, etc ...

. Our Credenda, our creed, our faith, our belief, is all
about God (Theology) —

But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God
must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently
seek Him. (Hebrews 11:6 NKJ)

1. This is the main thing Scripture teaches, it should be the MAIN

thing we seek to know and teach as well —
"Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one! °>"You shall love
the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all
your strength.®"And these words which | command you today shall be
in your heart.'"You shall teach them diligently to your children, and
shall talk of them when you sit in your house, when you walk by the way,
when you lie down, and when you rise up. (Deuteronomy 6:4-7 NKJ)

2. The knowledge of God, more than other kinds of knowledge is

what we should “glory” in, make our life —
Thus says the LORD: "Let not the wise man glory in his wisdom, Let not
the mighty man glory in his might, Nor let the rich man glory in his
riches; > But let him who glories glory in this, That he understands and
knows Me, That | am the LORD, exercising lovingkindness, judgment,
and righteousness in the earth. For in these | delight," says the LORD. --
(Jeremiah 9:23-24 NKJ)

3. Fighting against or neglecting such knowledge / faith works to
our great detriment —

And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave
them over to a debased mind, to do those things which are not fitting;
(Romans 1:28 NKJ) ~ see Romans 1:28-32

How dreadful it is that we as a nation have outlawed the Bible and
prayer from our public schools, treating that MOST ESSENTIAL
KNOWLEDGE as not needed and sometimes even as dangerous. This is
the exact opposite of what we once were -

Noah Webster, first author of the Webster’s Dictionary and known as
“The Father of American Scholarship and Fducation”wrote the following —

“Ulmast all the civil liberty now enjoyed in the world owes its origin to the principles of the
Lhristian religion. It is the sincere desire of the writer that our citizens should early
understand that the genuine source of correct republican principles is the Bible,
particularly the New lestament or the Lhristian refigion. The refigion which has introduced
civil lierty is the refigion of Lhrist and His apostles, which enjains humility, piety, and
benevolence: which acknowledges in every person a brother, or a sister, and a citizen with
equal rights. This is genuine Lhristianity, and to this we owe our free constitutions of
gavernment. The maral principles and precepts contained in the Scriptures ought to form
the basis of all of our civil constitutions and laws ... All miseries and evils which men suffer
fram vice, crime, ambition, injustice, oppression, slavery, and war, proceed from their
despising or neglecting the precepts contained in the Bible.”

From his public school textbook “History of the United States”
published in 1832
