A. DISTINCTIONS PREPARING FOR CHRIST (Lev.10:10,3, see v.1; see Heb.3:1f; Gal.3:24) 
1. worship: holy/common (10a; see Ex.32:20; Ezk.28:18; see Ex.20:3-11; idolatry; see Rom.1:23,25) 
2. life: clean/unclean (10b; Ps.51:2f,7,10; Is.1:13,15ff; see Ex.20:12f; immorality; see Rom.1:26) 

 

B. DISTINCTIONS MADE BY CHRIST (Mt.15:8,9) 
1. worship: sanctified by God for worship (Mt.15:8,9; Col.2:22,23; 1Cor.11:23-25; see Rom.15:16(Mt.28:19); 1Pt.2:5) 
2. life: purified by God for sanctification for worship (Mt.5:24; Eph.2:15f; see 2Cor.6:17; 2Tm.2:21f; Is.1:13f; Jms.4:8) 

 

C. LESSONS 
1. in worship, keep it holy; in life, keep it clean so that you may worship (Mt.15:8,9; Is.1:13f) 
2. God alone determines how He is to be worshipped (Gen.2:16f; Lev.1-10(9:24/10:2); Mt.15:8,9; Heb.9,10) 
3. the only acceptable worship is by the Holy Spirit in Christ (Jn.4:23f; (10:36)14:6; Acts4:10f; Eph2:14f; Heb4-10,12)

D. THE HOLY PRAISES: THE SACRIFICE OF PRAISE (Heb.13:15; see Eph.5:19; Col.3:16; see Acts 2:(42); 
15f(Ps.16); 2:30(Ps.89,132); 2:34(Ps.110); see Ps.95:2; 100:1,2,4; 148:14; see Ps.116:14,18; vowed, thanked; free praise) 

 

E. THE HOLY GATHERING: BEFORE ALL THE SAINTS (Lev.10:3; Acts 2:42b,1f; Heb.10:24,25; 12:23; see 
saints; Ps.34:9; 1Cor.1:2; 16:1f; see Ex.20:2f; see Is.6:1f; Rev.1,4,5) 

 

F. THE HOLY DAY: THE DAY SET APART (Acts 2:1,41,42,46,47; see 20:7; 1Cor16:1f; Rev1:10; see Jn20:1,19,26; 
see Gen.2:3; Ex.20:11) 

 

G. THE HOLY GIFTS: GIFTS SET APART (1Cor.16:2; see Heb.7:4f,9; Rom.15:16; Phil.4:18)
