• Anger “state of relatively strong displeasure, w. focus on the emotional 

aspect, anger” 
• Shouting (clamor), a loud outcry; wailing; complaining 
• Slander (evil speaking “speech that denigrates or defames, reviling, 

denigration, disrespect, slander” 
• Malice a mean-spirited or vicious attitude or disposition, malice, ill-will, 

malignity
