2. Evidenced by individual spiritual growth: 1 John 2:12-17, 2 Peter 3:18, John 17:17-19 

3. Evidenced by living with Second Coming thinking: 1 John 3:1-4, Col. 3:1-4, 1 Peter 1:13 

4. Evidenced by sacrificial acts of love for God’s people: 1 John 4:7-12, Acts 2:44-45, 2 

Cor. 8:1-5 

5. Evidenced by a life of obeying God’s commands: 1 John 5:1-3, John 14:15, 21, 23-24

C. Our position in Christ obligates us to a life lived by the Spirit
