Declaration of God’s Love for Us

the world, so that he gave his one and only Son, in order that everyone who believes in him will not perish, but 
will have eternal life.

The Greatest Commandment

Call to Confession  
Let us acknowledge our failures in love and confess our transgressions and claim the promise:

Prayer of Confession  
Risen Lord, 
by the witnesses we have seen the empty tomb, 
and yet we sometimes act as if we have seen nothing. 
Although we have been joined with Christ Jesus in his death, burial, and resurrection, 
and have his power and presence, we do not always walk in this reality. 
At times we give way to transgressions with the resulting guilt and fear. 
We forget the glorious, good news. Forgive us when we are quick to forget the Good News. 
Remind us by your Spirit and Word that we are a people of resurrection. 
Fill our hearts with your love that we might love you as we should and turn from sin and be renewed. Eliminate 
from us the fear of sin that we might tell this glad story - that Christ is risen, he is risen, indeed! This we pray in 
the name of your Name Risen Son, Jesus Christ. Amen.  

Assurance of Pardon  

Since Jesus is the first fruits from the dead, 
even the obstacle of death has been removed between us and God. 
If death no longer stands in our way, 
we can be sure that our sin does not either. 
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Brothers and sisters in Christ, hear the good news of the Gospel: the tomb is empty! Our Lord and Savior has 
risen from the grave! That which has been dead is alive! 
23 But the words “it was counted to him” were not written for his (Abraham’s) sake alone, but for ours also. 
It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from the dead Jesus our Lord, who was delivered up 
for our trespasses and raised for our justification. Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we 
have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. Romans 4:23-25; Romans 5:1 
On this basis I announce to you this day that through faith in his name our sins are forgiven! You have 
peace with God! Alleluia! Amen!  

Profession of Our Faith

: 5 Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. Since that disciple was known to the high 
priest, he entered with Jesus into the courtyard of the high priest, 16 but Peter stood outside at the door. 
So the other disciple, who was known to the high priest, went out and spoke to the servant girl who kept 
watch at the door, and brought Peter in. 17 The servant girl at the door said to Peter, “You also are not one 
of this man's disciples, are you?” He said, “I am not.” 18 Now the servants and officers had made a 
charcoal fire, because it was cold, and they were standing and warming themselves. Peter also was with 
them, standing and warming himself. 

19 The high priest then questioned Jesus about his disciples and his teaching. 20 Jesus answered him, “I 
have spoken openly to the world. I have always taught in synagogues and in the temple, where all Jews 
come together. I have said nothing in secret. 21 Why do you ask me? Ask those who have heard me what I 
said to them; they know what I said.” 22 When he had said these things, one of the officers standing by 
struck Jesus with his hand, saying, “Is that how you answer the high priest?” 23 Jesus answered him, “If 
what I said is wrong, bear witness about the wrong; but if what I said is right, why do you strike 
me?” 24 Annas then sent him bound to Caiaphas the high priest. 

25 Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. So they said to him, “You also are not one of his 
disciples, are you?” He denied it and said, “I am not.” 26 One of the servants of the high priest, a relative 
of the man whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Did I not see you in the garden with him?” 27 Peter again 
denied it, and at once a rooster crowed. 

New Testament- Luke 24:34; 1 Corinthians 15:5 
34 saying, “The Lord has risen indeed, and has appeared to Simon!” 
5 and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 

New Testament- 1 Peter 1:13-25 

“13 Therefore, with your minds ready for action, be serious and set your hope completely on the grace to 
be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 14 As obedient children do not be conformed to the 
desires of your former ignorance. 15 But as the One who called you is holy, you also are to be holy in all 
your conduct; 16 for it is” “written, Be holy, because I am holy. 

17 And if you address as Father the One who judges impartially based on each one's work, you are to 
conduct yourselves in fear during the time of your temporary residence. 18 For you know that you were 
•redeemed from your empty way of life inherited from the fathers, not with perishable things like silver or 
gold, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb without defect or blemish. 20 He was 
chosen before the foundation of the world but was revealed at the end of the times for you 21 who through 
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Him are believers in God, who raised Him from the dead and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope 
are in God. 

22 By obedience to the truth, having purified yourselves for sincere love of the brothers, love one another 
earnestly from a pure heart, 23 since you have been born again  — not of perishable seed but of 
imperishable — through the living and enduring word of God. 24 For 

All flesh is like grass,and all its glory like a flower of the grass. The grass withers, and the flower falls, but 
the word of the Lord endures forever. 

And this is the word that was preached as the gospel to you.”

The Proclamation of the Word 

Sermon Text- John 21:15- 27                                                                     Wayne Conrad 

15 When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love 
(agapao) me more than these?” He said to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love (phileo) you.” He said to 
him, “Feed my lambs.” 16 He said to him a second time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” He said 
to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.” He said to him, “Tend my sheep.” 17 He said to him the 
third time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” Peter was grieved because he said to him the third 
time, “Do you love me?” and he said to him, “Lord, you know everything; you know that I love you.” 
Jesus said to him, “Feed my sheep. 18 Truly, truly, I say to you, when you were young, you used to 
dress yourself and walk wherever you wanted, but when you are old, you will stretch out your hands, 
and another will dress you and carry you where you do not want to go.” 19 (This he said to show by 
what kind of death he was to glorify God.) And after saying this he said to him, “Follow me.” 

20 Peter turned and saw the disciple whom Jesus loved following them, the one who also had leaned 
back against him during the supper and had said, “Lord, who is it that is going to betray 
you?” 21 When Peter saw him, he said to Jesus, “Lord, what about this man?” 22 Jesus said to him, “If it 
is my will that he remain until I come, what is that to you? You follow me!” 23 So the saying spread 
abroad among the brothers that this disciple was not to die; yet Jesus did not say to him that he was 
not to die, but, “If it is my will that he remain until I come, what is that to you?” 

24 This is the disciple who is bearing witness about these things, and who has written these things, 
and we know that his testimony is true. 

25 Now there are also many other things that Jesus did. Were every one of them to be written, I 
suppose that the world itself could not contain the books that would be written.

M: Jesus our Lord is risen from the dead. 
P: He is seated at the Father’s right hand!  
M: He has poured out his Spirit upon us his people.  
P: Let us draw near to him at His Holy Table. 
All: All glory to Christ, who died, who rose, and who is with us by his Spirit.  
 
We read in Luke 24:30-31 that when the risen Jesus “…was at table with them, he took the bread and 
blessed and broke it and gave it to them. And their eyes were opened, and they recognized him.” 
 
Let us pray: Lord Jesus Christ, even as you came to your disciples and broke bread for them so that 
they recognized your presence, may we also draw near to you today through this communion 
service.

Prayer of Humble Access 
As we come to the risen Lord through this holy communion service, let us pray: 
We do not presume to come to this your table, O merciful Lord, 
trusting in our own righteousness, 
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but in your abundant and great mercies. 
We are not worthy so much as to gather up 
the crumbs under your table; 
but you are the same Lord 
whose character is always to have mercy. 
Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord, 
so to eat the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ, 
and to drink his blood, 
that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body, 
and our souls washed through his most precious blood, 
and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us.  Amen. (Book of Common Prayer)

In remembrance of Christ’s great sacrifice on our behalf, take the bread and eat it, and feed on Christ by 
faith in your hearts, and be thankful.
