They have been
affiliated with First Congregational Church of Woodstock since 1988 when they served
with Campus Crusade for Christ (Cru) at Dartmouth College. It was Brian and Cathy
who started the connection with Dartmouth students and FCCW by loading them in
their Volkswagen van and driving them over on Sunday mornings.

In 1991, God called Brian and Cathy to serve in the former Soviet Union. They moved
to Moscow, Russia in February 1992 and then to Kiev, Ukraine in 1993. They served
in a variety of roles with Cru in that part of the world for over twenty years.

Brian and Cathy currently lead the Christian Embassy ministry at the United Nations in
New York City where they serve the spiritual needs of over 4,000 diplomats from 193
countries around the world. They do this via large events such as The International
Prayer Breakfast and small groups such as Bible studies, English classes and personal
appointments. Brian and Cathy have five children and two grandchildren, with a third
due the end of April.
