4 Questions to Ask and Answer When Reading a Bible Passage

Does God make any commands? If so, who is to obey these commands?

Does God make any promises? If so, who will be the recipient of the promise?

Does this passage teach anything about Jesus?

Does this passage teach anything about yet-future events? (Things that have not been
fulfilled yet.)
