1 Tim 4.13 Until I come, devote yourself to the public reading of Scripture, to 
exhortation, to teaching. 

 
James 1.21–22 Therefore put away all filthiness and rampant wickedness and receive 
with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls. 22 But be doers 
of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves.

There are some things in 
them that are hard to understand, which the ignorant and unstable twist to their own 
destruction, as they do the other Scriptures.
