
This Sunday at CMPC… 
This Sunday we will take a break from our study of Revelation as Pastor John looks at Genesis 

30.22-24  and other scripture passages about Rachel and her motherly advice with the message Be 
Sweet, Joseph.  Then on Sunday evening we will close out the Lord’s Day in worship as we hear from our 
own Gary and Tammy Elliott about God’s work in Bulgaria.  What a privilege it is to have them! 

Our hymns this week focus on our faith and trust in God.  We will gather with a late 20th century 
hymn, You are My All in All.  We will praise God with Bless the Lord, O My Soul (Ten Thousand Reasons), 
written by Matt Redman, and one of the most popular 21st century hymns.  Our hymn of testimony will 
be the classic 100-year-old hymn, Great is Thy Faithfulness.  Then we will respond to God’s word with He 
Leadeth Me, Joseph Gilmore’s hymn written during the Civil War reflecting on Psalm 23.   

Remember as well that on Saturday there will be a memorial service for Dean Warnock at 11am.  
The family will receive friends in the fellowship hall from 9-11.  Dean was a faithful servant of the Lord 
and friend to many.  We thank God for his life… and eternal life.
