A. Submissionthe key to Christianity andthe key to a Christian marriage
Eph 5:21 Submitting yourselves one to another in the fear of God.

Mat 5:5 Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth.

Eph4:1 | therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you that ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewithye are called,
Eph4:2 With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love;
Eph4:3 Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.

C. The significance of God’s order where the wife submits to her husband
Eph 5:23 For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of the body.
Eph 5:24 Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own husbands in every thing.

D. The husbands role is to be the Christ of the relationship
Eph 5:25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it;

1Pe 3:7 Likewise, ye husbands, dwell with them according to knowledge, giving honour unto the wife, as unto the weaker
vessel, and as being heirs together of the grace of life; that your prayers be not hindered.

Eph5:2 Andwalk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a
sweetsmelling savour.

Mat 20:28 Even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many.
Joh 14:18 1 will not leave you comfortless: | will come to you.

Pro 5:15 Drink waters out of thine own cistern, and running waters out of thine own well...

Pro 5:18 Let thy fountain be blessed: and rejoice with the wife of thy youth.

Pro 5:19 Let her be as the loving hind and pleasant roe; let her breasts satisfy theeat all times; and be thou ravished always
with her love.

E. The husband is responsible for the building up and purifying of his wife
Eph 5:26 That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word,
Eph 5:27 That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it
should be holy and without blemish.
Eph 5:28 So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself.
Eph 5:29 For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church:

Rom 15:1 We then that are strong ought to bear the infirmities of the weak, and not to please ourselves.
Rom 15:2 Let every one of us please his neighbour for his good to edification.
Rom 15:3 Foreven Christ pleased not himself; but, as it is written, The reproaches of them that reproached thee fell on me.

Rom 15:5 Now the God of patience and consolation grant you to be likeminded one toward another according to Christ
Jesus:
Rom 15:6 That ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Eph 5:30 For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones.
Eph 5:31 For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one
flesh.
Eph 5:32 This is a great mystery: but | speak concerning Christ and the church.
Eph 5:33 Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see that she reverence
her husband.
