Read Exodus 14 and discuss the following question regarding Israel’s other water crossing.  

1. What was God’s purpose in this last trap of Pharaoh? (vs. 1-4) 
 
2. Describe Pharaoh and his officials’ attitudes in your own words. Why do you think they 

did not seem to care about all the plagues that had come on them? What does this tell 
us about sin and our minds? (vs. 5-9) 
 

3. Did Moses talk to God before or after reassuring the people? What does this say about 
Moses’ faith?  (vs. 13-18) 
 

4. What lessons can we learn from crossing the Red Sea?  (vs. 19-31) 
 

Application: (Suggested Time 10 minutes) 
• Memorial stones were erected as a way to communicate faith to the next generation.  

Do you have a personal faith in Christ to share with the next generation? 
 

• Why is failure to remember God’s faithfulness such a threat to the transmission of faith? 
 

• What creative memorials could you erect to highlight God’s faithfulness to future 
generations in your family?
