
Real Estate Is a Shadow - Joshua 1: 1-9 

 

Introduction: 

Matthew 5:5 

Deuteronomy 30:1 

 

1. He speaks clearly; all land is owned by God  

1:2 - I am giving to them… -  

1:2 - Moses is dead. -  

1:4 - Legal description - 

 

2. God grants His lands freely to whom He will 

1:2,3 - given = granted 

Israel paid God nothing.  God paid the Canaanites nothing. 

Obedience to receive an inheritance (1:6), not to make a purchase 

 

3. The Lord’s inheritance is contested and commanded 

 1:5 - No man shall stand before you (but they will try) 

 Harmonizing Luke 13:24 & Eph 6:12 with Matthew 5:5 

 1:6 - you shall cause this people to inherit.. 

 

4. The land granting verb tenses are a shadow 

 1:3 - I have given  Rom 8:24 - were saved 

 1:2 - I am giving  1 Cor 1:18 - are being saved 

 1:13 - (I) will give  Rom 10:9 - will be saved 

 

5. National possession and dispossession of land from God 

 1:4, 3:10, 13:2-6 - list of nations being driven out 

 2:9-10 - ample warning 

 Rom 11:19 - therefore don’t be haughty, but fear 

  

6. National land possession, common grace by God, & vomiting. 

 Gen 15:16 - God measures when national iniquity is complete 

 Lev 18:28 - the land’s God designed gag reflex 

 Deut 31:29,27 - God’s assessment of grantee Israel 

 5:14 - The Commander of the Lord’s armies is for God 

 

7. Strength and courage defined as careful obedience in hope. 

 Strength and courage commanded 3x in 1:6-9 

Defined in 1:7 -  

The law (all of it); God’s promises become precepts
