2. Purpose: not come and smite land w/curse (4:6; see Ezk.18:30-32; 33:11) 

a. the ban (Ex.22:20; Lev.26:27,28; Dt.13:16,17; 20:17f; Is.34:2; see Josh.6,7(Achan), see 

2Chr.36:15f; see 1Cor.16:22; see Revelation, seals, 1/4 ; trumpets, 1/3; bowls, all) 

b. Jerusalem (Neh.2:17; Lk.13:35) 

c. the whole earth (2Pt.3:10f; see Mk.13:1-23&28-32 (declarations) then 24-27&33-37 (illustrations))
