I Text:

II Doctrine:  God will never allow his Eugenics plan to be usurped. The wicked will not be 
allowed to replace the righteous in time or eternity. Serious Christian scholarship must 
reassert it’s influence in all spheres of life. Godly eugenics employs the death penalty to 
eliminate wicked people from society. This is done first to honor God, second to eliminate evil 
lines of people, and third to provide justice for victims.
III Comparing Scripture With Scripture:
1) God will never allow his Eugenics plan to be usurped. The wicked will not be allowed to 
replace the righteous in time or eternity. (Revelation 22:1-17)

2) Serious Christian scholarship must reassert it’s influence in all spheres of life. Godly 
eugenics employs the death penalty to eliminate wicked people from society. (Exodus 21:12-

3)This is done first to honor God, second to eliminate evil lines of people, and third to provide 
justice for victims. (Deuteronomy 21:18-21; Luke 23:32-43)  

4) Nations who reject God’s natural law die a slow and agonizing death.
