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The Universal Kingdom of God

- Definition:
“The rule of God over the entire universe
(including the earth) and everything in the
universe”
— Renald Showers



- Scope of God’s rule
*The Earth

- Indirectly ruled by God

- Rules through Theocratic administrator



The dominion of the earth given to Adam was forfeited to Satan
(Lk. 4:5-8)

Satan 1s the “prince of this world” (Jn. 12: 31; 14:30; 16:11)
Satan 1s the “god of this world” (2 Cor. 4:4)
Friendship with the world 1s enmity with God (Jas. 4:4)

Will ultimately be redeemed through Christ when the Millennial
Kingdom 1s established



Satan’s Conflict with God

2 strategies of Satan:
1. Destroy key members of God’s Kingdom

- Destroy the seed line (Gen. 3: 14-15)
- Cain murdering Abel (Gen. 4: 3-8)

2. Pervert the witness of God’s Kingdom with

apostasy 1n belief or practice. (Gen. 4: 25-26)

- introduce apostasy and cause God to destroy
it Himself (Gen. 6: 1-6)
