The spiritual warfare that constantly rages in the
spiritual realms and played out on earth, sometimes glaringly,
sometimes subftly, will finally come to a catastrophic halt. Jesus
Christ, who has conquered and continues conquering, will
finally bring the conflict to a dramatic close by utterly
destroying all of His and our enemies by casting them into the
lake of fire and sulfur forever.
