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A. Not only is the church God’s house; she is also Christ’s body.

B. Ephesians 4 uses this figure of the church as Christ’s body, and shows how it relates tot he
communion of saints.

I.  Of The Body With The Head.
A. The communion of Christ’s body is first of all the communion of the body (church) with its head
(Christ).
